   Information for 2009-2010 

Take One!® Participants/Districts at 

Western Kentucky University

Western Kentucky University has been authorized to be a THNI site for the Take One!® program.  Take One!® is a unique offering from the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards® that provides a standards-based approach for improving teaching practice and links student learning to effective instruction. Teachers prepare and submit one pre-selected video portfolio entry from any of the current certificate areas of National Board Certification. A teacher can later transfer the score if she or she pursues National Board candidacy. 

General Information

1.  Lynn Hines (lynn.hines@wku.edu), Assistant to the Dean for Program Development for the College of Education and Behavioral Sciences, will be the coordinator of the program.

2. The normal fee for the Take One!® program is $395.  However, through this program $295 of the fee will be waived by the THNI Program.  The district, school, or teacher is responsible for paying the additional $100 to NBPTS.  Instructions on payment will be forthcoming.  

3.  A mentor for a cohort will be provided and paid for by WKU.

DISTRICTS: STEPS FOR INVOLVEMENT IN THIS PROGRAM
1.  Contact Lynn Hines at lynn.hines@wku.edu.  Lynn will add your school or district to the cohort list.

2.  Teachers who are interested in participating should examine the website at 

http://www.nbpts.org/products_and_services/take_one1 and fill out the application.

3.  At the end of the application process, the teacher will be told to print a page that has his/her information and candidate number.  Have the teachers provide you with that page in order for you to fill out the attached Excel spreadsheet.

4  Send the completed spreadsheet to Lynn Hines.  A transmittal will be sent by Lynn to NBPTS enrolling the teachers in the WKU THNI PROGRAM.  Lynn will provide you an address to mail the remaining fee of $100 per candidate registered to that cohort.

5.  Send Lynn names of any NBCTs in your district or area that would like to serve as a Candidate Support Provider (mentor for your cohort).  The number of mentors per cohort will be determined by the size of the cohort.

6.  Mentors will be assigned and paid by WKU.  Instructions, forms, and the amount of payment will be provided to the mentors by WKU.

TEACHERS: IF YOU CHOOSE TO PARTICIPATE

You are about to embark on an exciting professional development experience, partially funded by a grant from the US Department of Education or other funders.  To participate in this program, you need to:

· Go to the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards® (NBPTS®) Web site at www.nbpts.org, and select Products and Services and, then select Take One!.  Complete the Take One! order form, and pay nothing.  Your participation in Take One! will be partially subsidized by a grant from the US Department of Education and/or other funders.  Your school district representative/program sponsor will provide NBPTS with authorization for you to get this grant. 
· When you have completed the online order form, you will see a confirmation screen that contains your Take One!  identification number.  Print two copies of this screen.  Give one copy to your school district representative and keep one copy for your records.  Your sponsor will need this identification number to authorize your subsidy allocation and you will need this identification number to complete the process.
· Log on to My Profile, your online account with NBPTS, accessible at www.nbpts.org/myprofile to find out when your sponsor authorized the subsidized payment for your participation in Take One! You should receive a box containing instructions about what you need to do and when you need to do it, as well as an activity book designed especially for Take One!  participants within three weeks of your program sponsor authorizing this payment.
· …but you don’t have to wait to get your box for the instructions.  You can find these on the NBPTS Web site as early as today!  Simply access http://www.nbpts.org/products_and_services/take_one to get started.
· Check with your program sponsor to find out about help available to guide you through this process.  

· If requested, you agree to participate in any NBPTS sponsored research study which could include completing a survey, collecting data pertaining to student learning and/or achievement on an intermittent basis, participating in a focus-group, or providing information pertaining to your students which you would have as part of your educator responsibilities. All information pertaining to individual students of the participants will be kept confidential.
