	Word Mapping and Lincs 
Word Mapping Strategy
The Word Mapping Strategy involves breaking words into their morphemic parts (prefix, suffix, and root); attaching meaning to each word part; making a prediction about the meaning of the unknown word based upon the meaning of each part; and checking the dictionary for the definition. The mne​monic MAPS helps students learn and remember the names of the steps.
LINCS Vocabulary Strategy
The LINCS Vocabulary Strategy helps students learn the meaning of new vocabulary words using pow​erful memory-enhancement techniques. Strategy steps cue students to focus on critical elements of the concept; to use visual imagery, associations with prior knowledge, and key-word mnemonic devices to create a study card; and to study the card to enhance comprehension and recall of the con​cept. Research results showed that in a social stud​ies class in which the LINCs Vocabulary Strategy was taught to the students, the students with learning disabilities performed at a mean of 53 percent in the pretest and at a mean of 77 percent correct answers after learning the strategy. In the control class in which students did not learn the strategy, the mean percentage of correct answers decreased from the pretest to the posttest
